Work
on the new building, for it really is a new building, began at the close
of the school year in June, and on Saturday, December 12, 1908, we
had the pleasure of showing our friends our new home.

The house now contains twelve bed rooms, parlor, library, re-
ception hall, dining room, kitchen, servants quarters and a large meet-
ing hall. Our dining room is one of the finest in the city. It is
finished in old English style and in it are two massive tables, buffet



and chairs in the same finish. The walls above the wainscoting are
decorated with a beautiful hunting scene.

One room on the second floor has been fitted up and set apart
for the use of Mrs. Cochran while she is in the city. It is the desire
of the chapter that she frequently occupy this room as the guest of
the chapter.

We have not yet secured the photographs of all the Alumni for
the chapter hall. We now have quite a number of Phi Psi photos,
but we hope to make the collection complete. If you have not yet done
so please send yours to us with 50 cents for framing.
